Thus, prior to registering for any community college 

course, students must always check the CEG to identify the current equivalency of the courses they are planning to 

take.

 Completion of the ATP provides exemption from ASU admission requirements for students who complete the 

degree with a minimum 2.0 (4.0=A) for Arizona residents and a minimum 2.5 for non-residents. The ATP degree 

does not assure admission to any specific program at ASU. 
 Students will be considered for admission to the Professional Teacher Preparation Program (PTPP) if they meet the 

following criteria: Admission to ASU as a degree seeking student with 56 credit hours completed from the list below 

(includes all coursework in progress) and a 2.5 cumulative grade point average; and completion of the formal 

application to the PTPP by February 15 for fall admission and September 15 for spring admission.  February 15 and 

September 15 are priority deadlines.
