BIG CAMP BIG
Fruit Basket:



Everyone sits in chairs in a circle, and counts off by fruits (apple, orange, banana, grape).  One person is in the middle without a seat.  S/he calls out a fruit or combination thereof and those people switch chairs.  Or, Fruit Basket can be called and everyone switches chairs.

Pile Up:




Everyone sits in a circle, and a leader calls out the directions.  Directions are things such as everyone wearing glasses move three to the left, and then those people move three seats to their left and sit on other people’s laps.  If someone on the bottom needs to move, everyone on top of him or her moves with them.

Wink:



All the girls get chairs and sit in them in a circle.  All the boys find a girl to stand behind.  The boys must stare at the top of the girl’s head and not look up, and hover his hands over her shoulders without touching her.  One boy has an empty seat in front of him, and he winks at one of the girls, who tries to get up from her seat and move across the circle to the empty one.  The boy behind her must try to hold her in place.  If she succeeds in changing chairs, the boy she left now winks at someone else.  If not, the first boy must try again.  After a few minutes, boys and girls switch places.  The game can also be played with the group being split in half regardless of gender.

Anatomy Tag:

Everyone gets a partner and then forms two concentric circles with one partner in the inner circle and one in the outer.  When the music starts, the inner circle walks clockwise, and the outer circle walks counter clockwise.  When the music stops, everyone must find his or her partner and follow the shouted instructions of the leader, such as hip to hip, elbow to back, knee to hand, etc.  The last to follow the directions is out, and then the game continues—the circles are reformed and the music starts again.  Continue until there is a winner.

Captain of the Ship:

Much like Simon Says, only that you must be able to follow the instructions the fastest.  The “captain” calls out orders (Port = left side of the room, Starboard = right side of the room, Bow = front of the room, Stern = back of the room, Swab the deck = pretend to mop, All hands on deck = push-up position, Crow’s nest = pretend to climb a ladder, Chow time = sit cross-legged and pretend to eat) and the last to follow them is out.  Continue until there is a winner.

 GROUP GAMES
Elves, Wizards, Giants:


Like rock, paper, scissors—Elves beat Wizards, Wizards beat Giants, Giants beat Elves.  Two teams line up on either side of a line, and on the count of three, each team shows what they are (Elves put index fingers up next to their ears, Wizards make triangle over their head like a hat, and Giants put their arms up with claws bared).  Whoever wins chases the other team back to their safety line.  Anyone they tag joins their team.  Repeat.
Hunter, Bear, Mountain Climber:



Like rock, paper, scissors—Hunter shoots Bear, Bear eats Mountain Climber, Mountain Climber sets off 
avalanche killing Hunter.  Everyone pairs up, and on the count of three strikes one of the three poses (Hunter = aim gun, Bear = teeth and claws bared, Mountain Climber = lunge).  The survivor of the match finds someone else who survived and does it again until there is a winner.

Screaming Yellow Zonkers:


Elbow tag—everyone partners up and hooks elbows, and there is an It and a Screaming Yellow Zonker (the one being chased).  The SYZ runs to a pair and hitches elbows, releasing the person on the opposite side, who then becomes the new SYZ.  The SYZ must scream at all times when being chased so that the It knows whom they are chasing.  Multiple sets of Its and SYZs are running at the same time, and without the screaming it’s hard to know who is being chased and who is chasing.  Any It can tag any SYZ, not just the one they were originally chasing.

Pull-up:


Everyone sits on the ground in a circle and three girls and three guys are chosen to stand in the center.  When the music starts, they run to someone of the opposite gender and hold out their hand to help them up.  That person must stand up and take their place.  When the music stops the number of girls vs. boys is counted.  Whoever has less is winning.  Continue for several times.

Stomp:


Everyone partners up and interlocks hands with their partner.  They then try to step on the other person’s toes.  If your toes are stepped on, you are out, and the winner finds a new partner and continues.  The game ends when a winner is found.  Make sure everyone is in socks, or that everyone has on closed toe shoes.

Back-to-Back:


Everyone gets a partner and then forms two concentric circles with one partner in the inner circle and one in the outer.  When the music starts, the inner circle walks clockwise, and the outer circle walks counter clockwise.  When the music stops, everyone must find his or her partner and stand back-to-back, link elbows, and then sit down.  The last to sit down is out, and the game continues until there is a winning pair.

Amoeba Tag:

In this alternate version of tag, It becomes a group of people instead of just one. Choose two people to start the amoeba. They join hands and run around trying to tag people. When they catch someone, that person joins hands with them and becomes part of the amoeba. The game is over when everyone is one big monster.

Hospital Tag:

Start by selecting someone to be It. Give the players a few minutes to scatter before It starts to prowl.  When It tags a player, that person must cover the spot It touched with his hand and keep on running.  If the same person is "wounded" again, he can use his other hand to "stop the bleeding."  The third time he is tagged, he becomes It, because he can no longer cover up his injuries.  Soon, players will learn that if they are tagged in an awkward spot, such as their ankle, they become easier to catch (it's difficult to hobble around with a hand over your ankle).  Before long, It will start diving for ankles and knees.

Counting Game:
Have everyone in your group pair up and face each other.  Each person holds up zero to ten fingers behind their back.  On the count of three, have them pull their hands from behind their backs.  The first person to yell out the correct sum of all the fingers wins.  Do best two of three.  Then the winners play each other until you have a champion.
Human Foosball:

If the audience is situated in rows, either on chairs or on the floor, every other row turns around and faces the opposite direction.  Use a balloon to bat around like a volleyball.  A point is scored when a team gets the balloon past all of the opposing team and hits the wall (indoors) or beyond a boundary (outdoors).

Clump Tag:

Call out numbers and have the kids get into groups of that number.  The last people to be sitting down in groups of the determined size are out.
Auras:

Get into pairs and face each other.  Place your palms on other's palms between you a little above shoulder height.  Pull palms apart (approx. 12 inches), close eyes, and turn around in your spot 3 times together at the same time.  The goal is to reconnect palms after spinning while keeping your eyes closed.
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
